Module 1
Turbo Assembly Install with Oil and Water Lines,
This ones an easy one to tell, not many connections but some made above and some below. Here we go…  
First, to remove the 1st Cat. Disconnect the two O2 sensors. Remove the brace that supports the cat to the block. Remove the two spring loaded bolts that hold the front exhaust to the cat, let the front exhaust hang. Remove the three nuts that hold the cat to the engine and remove the cat. See figure 1.1
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figure 1.1 Note the insulated hose to the left of the cat and see where it attaches to engine. See the fitting on engine just to the right of it? That the one with the hose you’ll be cutting to T-in your water connection.
NOTE: At this point the cat is out of the way and turbos not in. This would be a good time to stop, do oil pan or oil pan option and then continue from here.

Second, The turbo assembly comes with the manifolds (in & out), oil and water lines pre-installed, cool. Remove the O2 sensors from the 1st cat and install them into turbo assembly. Top sensor into top hole, same as in cat. Bolt the turbo to the engine with the 3 nuts you had taken off. Bolt the front exhaust to the turbo with the spring bolts you had removed. Be sure to remove the outlet donut from the cat and put it on the turbo. Plug the O2 sensors into their connectors. If an extension wire is needed it will be in kit box. See figure 1.2
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figure 1.2 Yours will look a little different. Yours will bolt up to your exhaust, no welding.
Third, Connect the oil lines. Short fat one to oil pan fitting. Long thin metal reinforced one to the oil pressure switch with the T-fitting provided. Under car, remove oil filter. Yup, there it is, just above the oil filter. See figure 1.3
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figure 1.3 Long thin line attached with T to sender in center of pic.
Forth, Connect the water lines. Long thin one goes to the water fill fitting on the Water Outlet Assembly (driver’s side of engine). Take the rubber end cap off the fitting and slip the hose on with the clamp. You’ll see two fat hoses that come off the water outlet ay that go to the firewall for heating the passenger compartment. One has a cable controlled valve on it. That’s the one. Cut it 3 inches back from engine and install T-fitting already attached to remaining hose. Use clamps to secure, we’re done. See figures 1.4 and 1.5

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figure 1.5 That’s where the long water hose goes. I added a brass T for easier coolant

filling (above finger).
